Graduation Requirements

o All requirements for the doctoral degree must be completed within nine
consecutive years of the date of matriculation into the program (up to five
years pre-candidacy and four years post-candidacy). Term admitted to
Program:

o Residency requirement: 10 graduate credit hours (12 if funded by a GA) per
semester for four out of five consecutive semesters of study (including
summer) or three consecutive summer semesters.
